 During the first half of the Summer Term (26th April—27th May approx) our 

topic will ‘My World’.  During this period we shall be covering some aspects 

such as different countries within the world that are important to our children, 

such as Britain, Spain, Germany, Pakistan and  South Africa especially 

Ghana .
